Stan Gover was able to send his regards to old friends and recalled Nigel Barnes' father and Ernie Axford giving Stan's eldest sister a ride on the Shire horses they used for ploughing the field at "Two Big Trees" in Nutcrack Lane.

We are so pleased the web site has become a connection to those living away from the parish and look forward to hearing from others.  What wonderful memories, let's have more of them.
